The Microbiology Society is establishing a Members Panel; a group of members from underrepresented communities who will come together to bring their perspectives to our efforts to ensure the Society is welcoming to anyone interested in microbes, their effects and their uses. The Panel will enable us to expand the diversity of views represented at decision-making level by providing a platform for members from minoritised ethnic and racial groups, members who are disabled, and members from other marginalised backgrounds to convene. The Panel is also open to members who are not from marginalised groups to participate if they wish to demonstrate their support, however our primary focus will be on bringing the voices of those who are not usually heard to the fore. 

The group will meet virtually or in-person at least once a year to facilitate discussion, bringing the view of a breadth of members to our work including membership engagement and inclusion activities. Additional meetings for specific projects will be held when the need arises as determined by the Panel.
The Panel will primarily input into all Society activities that aim to develop, expand and strengthen the networks available to our members so that they can generate new knowledge about microbes and ensure that it is shared with other communities. The Panel will also monitor the Society’s Equality, Diversity and Inclusion Action Plan items for the membership to ensure that they are implemented in a timely fashion.
