Sustainability Committee
The Committee will provide advice and expertise to Council and will be specifically responsible for overseeing the delivery of strategic objective three. Reporting to Council, the Sustainability Committee is responsible for developing the future leadership of the Society and for ensuring the long-term viability of our operations to support the Society’s three main strategic objectives.
